Introduction- The working methods, terms and conditions for conferring the religious and linguistic
minority status upon the educational institutions run by minorities have been prescribed by the state of
Maharashtra. These amendments were pending with the owing to the unavailability of the students in
the educational institutes imparting higher, technical and vocational courses.

G.R. : Related to admissions as per the directives of the Maharashtra Government on dated on
27/5/2013 in which sub —sections A, B and C of 10(IV) from section A are amended. 10(IV) is related to
the admissions to minorities to degree and diploma in the minority institutions.

) Grant- in- aid Minority education institutes:
A) Admission process should be through CET with transparency

B) Grant- in aid religious / linguistic minority education institutes should give 50% priority to the
minority students in the admissions. In case of the unavailability of the minority students, following
procedure should be considered.

I) Government aided refigious Minority Institutes:

Other religious minority students are admitted as per the directives of the state government, In case
other religious minority students are not available then students from linguistic minority are admitted.
And having put all the efforts if the seats for admission remain vacant, the non- minority students
should be given admission with the prior permission of the government.

I) Government Aided Linguistic Minority Institutes:

Aided linguistic minority institutions should provide admissions to other linguistic community students
as declared by the state government. In case such students are not received for admission, the religious
minority students are considered for the admission. If the seats for the admission remain vacant after all

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the attempts, the non minority students should be admitted with prior permission from the
government,

1) While filling 50% seats of the non minority students SC, ST, NT, VINT, SBC and OBC students from the
concerned educational departments of the Maharashtra government are given admission as per the
reservation policy.

I Non Grant Minority Educational institutes:
Admissions be given through the conduct of CET with transparency

C) Non Grant religious / Linguistic Education Institutes should give 51% admissions to the minority
students. In case it is not done, following should be considered.

) Non-grant religious minority institutes:

The non grant minority institutes should give admissions to the religious minority community students.
If other religious minority students are not available then linguistic minority students are admitted to
minority quota. And if the admissions are not after following all these procedures, non minority
students are admitted with prior permission of the government.

1) Non grant linguistic minority institute —

-

The non grant linguistic minority institutes should give admission to other linguistic minority students as
per the government directives. If such students are not available then religious minority students should
be considered in the remaining vacant minority quota. And even after putting in all the efforts if the
seats remain vacant, non minority students be given the admission with prior permission of the
government.

Ill) While filling 49% of the seats from non minority open category, the institutes should give admission
to the students hailing from OPEN, SC, ST, NT, VINT, SBC and OBC categories to attain social justice.

While carrying out the aforementioned procedure the minority institutes should publish advertisement
in the newspapers asking for the applications from the minority students as per the religious /linguistic
minority and non minority students according to 10(1V), (D) of the (A) section. If the students of
minority status are not received then the minority institutes should mention in the advertisement that
other minorities from religious /linguistic community will be admitted on the basis of merit.
